The purpose of the presented research is to identify the prerequisites for the formation and consequences of the Great Depression crisis in the 1920s as a basis for comparative analysis with the modern world economic crisis. The novelty of the results lies in highlighting the main prerequisite for the formation of the Great Depression crisis of the 1920–1930s, the forced transition of the American economy from the highly profitable “rails” of production and sale of weapons and military equipment (and related products) after the end of the First World War to much less profitable sectors of the economy. As the main consequence of the crisis of the Great Depression of the 1920–1930s, the efforts of the United States to shift the center of decision-making in the system of international relations in the framework of the created Versailles-Washington system, as well as actions to form a new strong aggressor in Europe through the implementation of plans, were highlighted Dawes and Young in the interests of unleashing the Second World War on the European continent, weakening its participants and thereby strengthening the position of the United States by redirecting flows of financial and human capital there by analogy with the First World War. The practical significance of the results obtained lies in the possibility of using them to analyze the dynamics and expected consequences of the global economic crisis of the 2020s.

In generalized form, efficiency in the industry is the ratio of the result with the costs of achieving it, and the result can be express in the form of: economic result - income of the organization; medical result - level of preservation of human health, life expectancy; social result - the number of working-age population. The following provisions act as elements of scientific novelty: 1) delineation of concepts of medical, social, target, budgetary and economic efficiency; 2) basing methodological developments on the hypothesis on the feasibility of reducing to the assessment of the use of various types of resources and the processes of their use in connection with the impossibility of directly measuring the results of the functioning of industry organizations and the special social role of the industry; 3) substantiation of the implementation of the concept of ensuring efficiency in health care on the basis of a system of principles (the principle of complexity, the principle of multidimensional, the principle of polysubject);4) formation of a two-variant methodology for grouping indicators by types of efficiency (medical, social, economic) and grouping indicators by sections: processes; finance; stakeholders; infrastructure/employees; capacity and development; 5) development of a methodology for calculating the Health Organizations Target Performance Index as a generalized indicator.

In connection with the restoration of priority industries (metallurgy, coal mining, electric power, machine building, etc.) to ensure the sustainable development of enterprises in Russia, including in the territory of the newly annexed regions [1, 2]. The key aspects of the restoration of priority industries (metallurgy, coal mining, electric power, machine building, etc.) in the newly annexed regions of Russia are: the problem of production efficiency and management of sustainable development of enterprises. The foundation for industrial recovery in the modern economy is the introduction of advanced scientific and technological solutions, in particular robotization/automation of production processes. The effect of the application of robotic complexes at enterprises can be economic (profit, cost reduction, labor productivity growth), social (reduction of unemployment, improvement of workers' skills) and political (strengthening the country's defense capability, ensuring the country's economic independence). The purpose of the article is to fix the political economic perspective for tomorrow, to show on historical and biographical material the fate of the outstanding Russian intellectual, political economist Mikhail Illarionovich Voeikov, author of more than 500 works, the evolution of scientific economic knowledge, as well as fixing trends in the coevolution of technical and social knowledge.
